Councillors were updated on the repairs to the village hall which may increase slightly in cost due to the listed building consent and a revised quote will be obtained.
063/21 Apologies for absence	
Apologies were received from Councillor S Fielding, P Hayward and District Councillor Pressley

064/21 Declarations of Interest
065/21 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 6th May 2021.
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th May, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

066/21 Matters Arising 
a)  Cricket ground –Carlton Cricket Club are wanting to use the ground and Bassetlaw District Council are currently addressing the request.

b) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights, Village Hall
Councillors went through the list of suggestions.
The clerk was asked to contact Lindrick construction to see if they can give a quote for the telephone box.  The form for permission for Christmas lights has been circulated we now need a contractor.  
Councillor Blagg suggested the clerk contact Bassetlaw to find out if the CIL money can be used for the village hall when it is owned by the church.
The clerk was asked to contact Woodlands to see if there is a specific project that they want to do.

d) Spring Planters – The quotes were discussed, the first one has offered us two free planters that were made for an exhibition if we purchase 18.  The Chairman reported that the display oak barrel is already folding in.

The clerk was asked to get the handyman to weed the planters.

e) Visual impression when entering the village from the bypass compare to entering from Thorpe Lane, Spring Lane, and Shireoaks Road – this is a total mess and councillors felt nothing would happen until the footpath has been done and agreed to put this on the agenda again in November.

f) Great British Spring Clean- Councillors agreed to wait until next time.
g) Ditches on Shireoaks Common - Clearing Out – These were reported to be completely overgrown now and the clerk was asked to contact Councillor Fielding.
h} Planting area at Parish Council Notice Board – A reply that the clerk had received was discussed.
Resolved – Councillor Blagg agreed to ask Mark for a quote for planting the area to make it look attractive and this would be discussed further at the next meeting.  Councillors felt that we should ask for a contribution from the railway and ask Councillor Pressley to get the item on their agenda once we have a quote.
i) Village Name Sign - Shireoaks Road – The Chairman is still arranging this.
067/21	New Business 
a) Damaged seat/Bench on Shireoaks Row - The bench on Shireoaks Row previously painted by Mark needs redoing and it was agreed to get a quote from Mark for this.  Councillor Blagg has received a quote for the bench at the Winding wheel to be reinstated for £170.50.  Resolved the Chairman proposed this be accepted with all councillors voting in favour.

b) War memorial – moss was reported as coming back, the clerk was asked to contact Peter Stanley to ask what is involved in getting it looked at.  The memorial clock is due to be repaired tomorrow.

c) EV Charge Point funding – Councils will keep this for consideration.

d) Litter bins – purchase for Shireoaks Row- It was suggested that a new larger bin be put near the bench and the clerk is to ask if Bassetlaw would empty it.

The bin in the wrong place was discussed – Resolved the clerk is to ask the Canal and River Trust if it could be moved to the start of the ramp by the railings if we empty it.  A price needs to be obtained for the new bin.

e)  Speed Limit entering the village
This was discussed and councillors agreed to wait and see what happens.
