Councillor Pressley declared an interest in Planning and RDS, Councillor Fielding Planning and Friends of Woodlands and Councillor Blagg in the planning application 21/10302/RES.
078/21 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 27th July 2021.
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 27th July, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

079/21 Matters Arising 
a)  Cricket ground – Nothing further has been heard.

b) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights, Village Hall
[bookmark: _Hlk46265581]The clerk has chased Bassetlaw for a reply, as to whether or not CIL funds could be used for these schemes, Councillor Pressley will also chase this up.  Lindricks are to contact the clerk this week regarding the telephone box.
Councillors expressed concerns about the Memorial clock following an email from Andrew Bates saying he is making linkages as we approached him to future proof the clock.  Councillor Blagg proposed we ask for a report and that we may need to look at the complete mechanism.  The clerk was asked to write to him as there are concerns that this will not future proof the clock and he should not access the property until we have seen the report of what is intended and to request the keys back as soon as possible, seconded by Councillor Ayton and all agreed.
c) Village Hall Improvements - This had already been discussed.

e) Spring Planters – Councillor Robinson had suggested the wooden tubs.  Councillor Fielding proposed the plastic ones, seconded by Councillor Blagg and all agreed.  Councillor Feilding reported that the new Highways Manager will be in post by the end of October.  The clerk was asked to order the tubs which could be stored at Councillor Hauxwells but to ask the supplier to hold on to them for a while as we have to claim CIL money.

f) Ditches on Shireoaks Common - Clearing Out – This was reported to Highways and Councillor Fielding will chase it up.
g} Planting area at Parish Council Notice Board – A quote has been received for £2670, Councillor Robinson had suggested a breakdown be requested.  Councillor Blagg explained that it is low level planting and suggested the clerk write to Network Rail as previously agreed to ask for a contribution.
h) Village Name Sign - Shireoaks Road – This has been done and he has made a nice job of it, the Chairman bought the paint for £10.
Councillor Hauxwell asked about the sign to be moved by Stancliffe, Councillor Blagg will speak to Nigel as it needs to match the other sign.
i) Damaged seat/bench on Shireoaks Road - The bench at the Winding Wheel is being done and Councillor Blagg has requested a quote for the other one.
j) War memorial – The church warden is going to look at the moss problem.
k) Litter bins – purchase for Shireoaks Row – Councillor Pressley reported that Bassetlaw would empty a new bin.  The new bins are £114.95 excluding vat Councillor Rex proposed we purchase one, seconded by Councillor Fielding and all agreed.
The letter sent to the Canal Trust has been forwarded on regarding moving the other bin and we are waiting for a reply.
