027/22 Apologies for absence	
Apologies were received from Councillors G Robinson, R Hewson, P Blagg and S Rex.

028/22 Declarations of Interest 
Councillor Fielding and Pressley declared an interest in Planning and Councillor Pressley in RDS.
029/22 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 8th February 2022
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 8th February copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

030/22 Matters Arising 
a)  Vacancy – The clerk has circulated an application from a resident who would like to apply for co-option to the council, the clerk was asked to invite him to the next meeting.  
b) Cricket ground –The clerk invited John again to this meeting but has had no reply.  The clerk was asked to invite him again to the next meeting and ask for a report if he is unable to come or arrange another time to meet with councillors.
c) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights, Planters – the clerk was asked to ask Mark for a quote for removing the brambles from the telephone box.  Councillor Fielding will ask for an official quote for painting the telephone box.
The Christmas lights were in the newsletter for ideas.

Resolved – Councillor Ayton proposed we purchase them asking for them to be delivered to the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Hauxwell and agreed.

f) Planting area at Parish Council Notice Board – This has already been covered.

g) Litter Bins - A reply from the manufacturers was circulated, they are unable to supply bases and made suggestions.  Councillor Fielding proposed Mark be asked to quote for setting the bin on the row opposite Councillor Fieldings house. Seconded by Councillor Hauxwell.

h) Church clock repairs – The clock was discussed and Councillors agreed that Councillor Ayton should ask Andrew at the Priory of he would put the clock right and to check which company could service it so that a quote can be obtained.
i) Supply of Equipment for David - The clerk was asked to find out from David where he is getting his supply of equipment from.

j) Flooding Plan Meeting – This still needs to be arranged.  Lesley from Rhodesia invited councillors to look at her details for flooding.  The container has been cleaned by Councillor Fielding and her husband and now has a working lock on it.  The Chairman reported that she thought hardcore was needed leading up to it as there are two wheelbarrows and a step up to it.  Councillor Feilding will chase the Environmental Agency again for when they can do further training.

k) Platinum Jubilee – Road closures need to be in by 12th April.  Councillors suggested we find out if the club have got anything arranged, Councillor Ayton proposed we arrange a subcommittee to arrange a low-key family orientated event this was unanimously agreed.  The beacon lighting will be on the next agenda.

031/22	New Business 

a) Handyman Contract and salary -The Chairman and clerk will do his appraisal on 17th March at 9.30.  The clerk was asked to make sure he is only working in daylight hours and she was asked to circulate his timetable to all councillors.  Councillor Hauxwell proposed the contract be renewed and the wage be raised to £9.50 from April, seconded by Councillor Ayton.

b) Defibrillator – Councillor Fielding proposed the Chairman or Vice-Chairman should check the defibrillator regularly, seconded by Councillor Ayton and agreed.  The clerk was asked to ask Councillor Blagg to let the Chairman have the keys and manual for the defibrillator.

c) Spring Clean – Councillor Hauxwell proposed the spring clean be arranged for the week of Monday 25th April, seconded by Councillor Ayton and agreed, this will be social media based for the community, the Chairman offered to donate a few prizes for this.

A quote for the tidying up has been received for £600 for work requested by Councillor Robinson.  After discussion it was agreed that Councillor Fielding would check with Highways if the work can be done without a road closure.

d) Willow Drive – Councillor Robinson had asked for the area by the sign to be improved by the developers, the Chairman proposed Mark be contacted for further advice on this problem, seconded by Councillor Ayton and agreed.
