Minutes of the Meeting held on 12th July 2022.
Present: 
Councillor R Hauxwell (Chair)
Councillors R Hewson, B Ayton and J Potts. 
There were 2 members of the public present along with the PCSO.

The Parish Council were thanked for their support of the carnival which raised over £1400 this year.

The PCSO explained about ASBO awareness week and will ask if the hall is available 19th or 21st July, the Chairman will forward the contact email address for the booking.

Crime for June has increased by two for June and fires were again discussed.

The new Neighbourhood alert system has been brought in and can be accessed from the Nottinghamshire Police website.

079/22 Apologies for absence	
Apologies were received from Councillor P Blagg, G Robinson and District Councillor Pressley.

080/22 Declarations of Interest 
There were no declarations of interest.
081/22 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 14th June 2022
The Minutes of the Meetings held on 14th June copies of which had been previously circulated to members had the date added to the extraordinary meeting and were then confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.
082/22 Matters Arising 
a)  Vacancies – There are still two vacancies and there have been no applications.
b) Cricket ground – John Krawczyk and the owner had been invited to this meeting, no reply has been received.  
The Chairman reported that she had been unable to share the post on Facebook as previously agreed. Councillor Potts at the meeting suggested we create a post as parish council and tag the owner in which it was agreed the Chairman should do.  
Councillor Hewson queried why this is our concern if facilities are being provided.
c) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights – The phone box forms have been submitted again and a reply is still awaited, the clerk was asked to ring them.
Christmas lights were discussed and the time needed for obtaining permissions, it was suggested something could be put on church corner.
d)  Purchase of equipment litter picker etc – this was deferred to the next meeting.  It was also reported that the church has agreed in principle for a shed.

Councillor Fielding will be asked who did the audit and if she can take this up with highways.  Councillor Hewson will see if he can get support from residents, he offered to collate any information and agreed for his details to be published in the newsletter to be contacted on this, he also suggested a site meeting with Highways.

f) Noticeboard glass replacement – Details have been sent to the clerk and a quote will be obtained for the next meeting.

g) Handyman – contract – this was discussed as it is due for renewal 1st September.    Councillors agreed to hold a meeting before the next Parish Council meeting to discuss this.
[bookmark: _Hlk108613489]There have been problems with the bin between the shops which Bassetlaw empty once a week and the council have been asked if it can be moved.    After discussion the Chairman proposed the clerk to contact Mark and ask him to move it towards the corner of the planted area, seconded by Councillor Hewson and agreed.

h) Maintenance of the hedgerow at the junction of Sorrel Drive and Shireoaks Common – the reply has been circulated, Councillor Fielding will be asked for an update.

The clerk was asked to check with Councillor Pressley about the reply received from planning regarding the boundaries as councillors were under the impression that it was part of the planning application that the trees were to remain.

i) Condition of Road Gutters - Mechanical Road Sweeper – the clerk has written and is awaiting a reply, Councillor Pressley thought it was done three times but is awaiting clarification.

j) Quote for hard surface in front of flood cabinet – A quote has been received for £980.  Resolved – the Chairman proposed this quote be accepted, seconded by Councillor Hewson and agreed.

k) Defibrillator existing maintenance and location for new one – the Chairman of Governors had replied saying this could still go ahead.  The clerk will obtain quotes for the next meeting, the chairman will forward a photograph of the site and the clerk will update the school.

l) Willow Drive Sign – this has been resolved.

[bookmark: _Hlk108604306]m) Watering of Plants – A quote has been received and circulated.  Resolved – Councillor Hauxwell proposed this be accepted asking for once a week weather dependent with a second one when needed.

A complaint has been received from a resident about our handyman using her water which is metered without permission.  She moved into the property in February and we were not notified.  A lock has been purchased by her for the tap and she would like reimbursing for the lock and water.  Councillors agreed to ask her to provide evidence.

083/22	New Business 

a) Parish Clerk – A letter of resignation has been received from the clerk who will finish on 30th September.
Councillors agreed to advertise the post on Indeed and with Nottinghamshire Association of Local Councils.  It was agreed to set up a Personnel Committee with Councillors Hauxwell, Ayton and to also ask Councillors Fielding and Blagg.  The Good Employers Guide will be circulated to councillors.

b) Bench in Village Garden – Councillor Robinson had sent details of a memorial bench and suggested one be obtained for the village garden. The clerk will circulate details 

c) CCTV	 - The clerk will make enquiries at Bassetlaw.
 
d) School Numbers - This had been deferred from the last meeting, the clerk was asked to get an update from Councillor Fielding.
