Minutes of the Meeting held on 14th May in Shireoaks Village Hall.

There was one member of the public present.  Ash Henderson has applied to be co-opted onto the council and explained his reasons to councillors.  
45/19 Apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Councillor G Corrie.
46/19 Declarations of Interest
Councillor Fielding declared an interest in planning and Councillor Pressley in RDS.
47/19 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 9th April 2019
Councillor Fielding proposed the minutes be approved as a true and correct record, seconded by Councillor Hauxwell.
48/19 Matters arising 
a) Vacancies on Council –The clerk was asked to send out a form to Ash so that he can complete it and it can be discussed at the next meeting.
Paul Blagg asked to be co-opted onto the council, Councillor Ayton proposed he be accepted, seconded by Councillor Robinson and unanimously agreed
b) Station Car Park – Councillor Pressley reported that he had received an email saying that they are waiting for the cost of the consultants.
The state of the signal box was discussed, an action plan has been put forward and the Friends of Shireoaks Station have seen it.  Councillor Ayton suggested we write to the friends of Shireoaks Railway asking to be updated from the meetings and of the vision for Shireoaks station and if they can be displayed on the station noticeboard, seconded by Councillor Hauxwell and all agreed.
c) Cricket ground – Councillor Pressley reported that they are still waiting for a meeting with the new head of planning, he will let us know when it has been arranged.
d) Monks Wood Estate (Bovis) – This has also been passed on to the new head of planning.  Councillors asked the clerk to give 3 or 4 dates for the site meeting, some councillors will arrange to attend.
Councillor Fielding has been approached by one of the parents of a child who plays football, Councillor Fielding has asked about a fence being put up.
e) Defibrillator – Councillor Blagg reported that he has spoken to Peter who has arranged for Sue to come this evening so that they can look in the box in the cupboard and make the necessary arrangements.
f) Church Clock – Councillor Ayton had sent in details which show that the clock wanders with the temperature.  After discussion it was agreed to leave this until the service in October.
g) RDS –This was reported as being bad again, it is still being monitored.
h) Entrances into the Village, Spring Lane and Shireoaks Road - General Upkeep – This was discussed and it was agreed to wait for the replies following Councillor Robinsons letter.  A  list of issues will be brought to the next meeting for further discussion.
i) Illuminated sign – This has been reported and Councillor Pressley will chase this up.
j) Safety Fencing – Councillor Fielding is still awaiting a reply.
k) Annual Spring Clean – This took place and the guides cleared up to the railway bridge.  Councillors thanked the residents, Woodlands and groups that were involved.  The equipment is ready for collection and the clerk was asked to let them know.
l) Best Kept Village – This has been entered and it was noted that David is on holiday for the week of 4th June.  The clerk was asked to write to the builders and local businesses to advise them.  Councillors asked for the details with sample form to be resent to them
m) Quote for shrubs by noticeboard – Mark has quoted £370 for this work, Councillor Robinson suggested we accept this for a hard prune at the appropriate time, seconded by Councillor Blagg with all in favour.
49/19	New Business 
a) NALC Consultation on Vehicle operator licensing system
This has been circulated, councillors had no comments.

b) Planting of Tubs
The clerk was asked to ask David if he knows anything about the empty tubs.  Councillor MacDonald proposed we replant the tubs the same as last year, seconded by Councillor Robinson and all agreed.  Residents can take pansies that are removed from the tubs at the time of planting.

a) New Applications

b) Decisions 
19/00173/HSE Loft Conversion, rear dormer extension with rear balcony, 2 St Lukes View– granted
19/00372 Demolition of Farmhouse – refused.

c) Woodend Farm Article 4 Consultation

We are in the six-week consultation period for Article 4.  Councillors agreed to support the article and to oppose the demolition of the farmhouse which the builder promised would stay at the original planning meeting with councillors.

The building is early and shown on the sanderson map of 1835 and a Shireoaks survey map
of 1773.  It is one of the few limestone farmhouses left standing in the village which helps depict the
18 and 19 century character of the village. It was built by Hewett, Lord of the manor as one
of a number of farm houses on his estate and is therefore of historic interest.
In the heritage impact statement 2016 (Philipa Cockburn) stated it is important to retain the
farmhouse as it enhances the heritage landscape and character. it is of historical,
architectural interest and aesthetic appeal by its association in the landscape.

There is nothing to stop residents also opposing this demolition.
