20/23 Reports from County/District Councillors
Cllr Fielding’s report had been circulated and was as follows:-

“This past month I have had a site meeting with the District Manager for Highways and requested the following:
Speed checks through the village and volume of traffic.
The surface and markings on Zebra crossing need work and that consideration be given to it being a Pelican crossing, which has been  looked at before when lights on the crossing were upgraded.
Junction of Shireoaks Common with Monks Way road in poor state.
Pot holes and surface issue of both road and paths throughout the village which included looking at the area outside church. 
Following this a Highways Inspector has already been out and marked various issues raised and as I was able to speak to him  agreed a review of path outside Church.

I have managed to sort an online petition regarding speeding in the village and will be sorting a flyer and paper petition as soon as possible.”







Cllr Pressley’s report had been circulated  and he was not present at the meeting but was as follows:

“The Bassetlaw Local Plan formal hearings have now finished and the two Inspectors who held these have asked Planning Officers to clarify certain aspects relating to CIL and Employment issues.
 I have not received any reply from Northern Rail about the Timetable problems at Shireoaks Railway Station and I was unable to attend the last Meeting of the North Notts Lincs Community Rail Partnership which was held in Retford.
 We are holding our Councillors Surgery on Saturday the 18th February in the Village Hall between 11am to 12noon and all are welcome when we will have a copy of the Petition on the 30mph limit in the Village.
 The Fusion Step Project at the old West Burton Power Station saw the First Jobs start with many more to be part of this ongoing development. We are to have a briefing on this tomorrow.
 I have contacted the organiser of the Food Hubs in Bassetlaw about a possible one in Shireoaks to help with the Cost of Living problem I will update the Parish Council as soon as possible.
 The Developer has appealed the Decision by the Planning Committee to refuse the Application for the Two Warehouses on Shireoaks Common 21/01835/FUL

22/23 Emergency Measures
Flooding 
A quote had been received for clearing the area next to the present container in readiness for a new one from SWH limited. Peter Stanley had agreed in principle to the new container located beside the old one.	

23/23 Correspondence
Correspondence had been circulated by the clerk.

24/23 Police report
Crime figures had been circulated from the PCSO, but he was unable to attend due to unforeseen circumstances. However he did send a report which was then circulated to the councillors as follows:
There were 2 points I wanted to make you aware of for tonight;
1) There is a community speed watch programme being offered around Nottinghamshire. It provides the opportunity for the community to volunteer to get together and conduct a speed watch in their community. The training on using the device and health & safety is covered by Nottinghamshire Police but the Parish Council will have to invest in the purchase of the equipment. If this is something the Shireoaks Parish would like to have, please get in touch as I am the single point of contact for North West Bassetlaw. I will arrange to have a meeting with you all.
2) It has been raised by the community regarding parking issues around St. Luke’s Primary School. Unfortunately, the police do not have powers to deal with parking issues. As I am aware Brancliffe Lane does not have any restrictions around parking anyway. If this needs to be changed then Highways will need to be informed whether this can be done. I would just like to politely ask if the public can be aware of how they are parking to allow vehicles to be able to pass such as a fire engine	

25/23 Members reports and exchange of information on matters of concern 
Concern was expressed with regards to The dyke on Shireoaks Common, adjacent to the playfield, which is in urgent need of cleaning out. Two drainage pipes are blocked and water is unable to drain into the dyke freely. This is at a location where the main road and gardens flood.
It was resolved that Cllr Fielding would refer our concern to the local authority.

It was also noted that there was soil on the pavement outside the Harron Homes show houses, all the way up to Willow Drive. It was resolved to ask Bassetlaw District Council to send a sweeper to clear this path.									ACTION: Clerk

SWH have pointed out 2 areas of concern which need addressing in order to cut the grass in future.
1) Harron Homes estate, in front of the old show houses, where a dyke has been created and which appears to serve no purpose at all.
2) Stancliffe Homes estate, where there is a planted area between the boundary edge of the grassed verge and the first property on Willow Drive. 
It was resolved to send an email to both developers to clarify who has the responsibility for the upkeep of these areas.							ACTION: Clerk
