092/22 Apologies for Absence

093/22 Declaration of Interest and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
Cllr Pressley declared an interest in Planning 

094/22 To approve the minutes of the meetings on 12th July 2022
The Minutes of the Meetings held on 12th July, copies of which had been previously circulated to members, were confirmed as a true record.  Proposed by Cllr Ayton and Seconded by Cllr Potts and were signed by the Chairman.

095/22 Matters Arising
a) Vacancies
There are 2 vacancies at present. Both Mr Carl Dixon and Mrs Tracey Wilks expressed a wish to become Parish Councillors and had filled out application forms. There were no objections and after discussion and they were both subsequently co-opted onto the Parish Council. Forms were given for signature, which will be sent to Bassetlaw DC.					ACTION: Clerk

b) Parish Clerk
The previous Parish Clerk Mrs Mary Welch had resigned as of 30th September 2022. A new Clerk, Susan MacDonald had been recruited and was welcomed to the meeting and back to the council.

c) Cricket ground
There was nothing new to report regards the Cricket Ground usage. However, it will be continued to be advertised in the Shireoaks Newsletter.

d) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights, Church clock repairs
The clock repairs have been delayed as there was no meeting in September and the deposit cheque was not sent to Smith of Derby. This will now be sent so that the work can begin to be scheduled.

There is a plan to make the telephone box into a book-store. A quote was received for painting it, but this was back in March 22. It will need to be revisited before the job starts. The paint has been received and safely stored. Before the painting can begin the vegetation around it needs to be removed by SWH Ltd. Again, a quote was received but needs to be validated as it was given a few months ago. 
However, the telephone box needs to be signed back to the Parish Council, by Community Heartbeat. Several attempts to contact them have failed. A form has been sent on 1.5.22 to them so further contact will be tried.							ACTION: Clerk

With regards to Christmas lights, it was resolved to ask neighbouring Parish Councils, i.e., Carlton-in-Lindrick, about their lights and the costs etc to give the members some guidance. Also, some advice from Bassetlaw DC will be sought.						ACTION: Clerk

i) Speed limit in the village
Communication has been received from Highways that a 30-mph speed sign cannot be placed just off the roundabout, on entering the village. It was pointed out that there is a similar sign on Claylands, which is off the same roundabout, however, the rules for this have changed since they were installed.						

j) Noticeboard glass replacement

k) Signal box
This is ongoing with Network Rail, but Councillor Fielding is dealing, and it was resolved to take this from the minutes until some budget money is forthcoming by Network Rail.

l) Maintenance of the hedgerow at the junction of Sorrel Drive and Shireoaks Common 
The current 30-mile sign coming into the village is blocked from view by tree branches. This will be reported to Notts CC								ACTION: Clerk

An email had been received from planning stating that condition 9 of the original planning application prohibited the removal of trees and hedgerows. Therefore, as one householder has cut down trees, an email will be sent to enforcement to challenge this.		ACTION: Clerk
m) Condition of Road Gutters - Mechanical Road Sweeper
An email had been received from BDC stating that roads throughout the district are mainly swept on a 3 times a year works programme.
Shireoaks villages’ adopted roads were last swept in July this year, and the village will next be due for sweeping towards December. It was resolved to ask for a specific date, for it to be published in the newsletter.						ACTION: Clerk 	

n) Church corner planter replacement
The PC is looking for planters to place on the corner of Shireoaks Road, outside the church. These must be low enough so as not to obstruct vision around the corner. “The Devolution Deal was signed by Nottinghamshire & Derbyshire Councils in August which will bring much needed finance to the Area.
The District Councils and including Nottingham City & Derby City will continue to exist.
Part of the Deal is also to have an Elected Regional Mayor 
The Step Fusion Project has been announced to take place at West Burton Power Station in Bassetlaw and this could bring 10,000 Jobs to Bassetlaw.
There has been further vandalism of the Water Butt at Shireoaks Station this has been reported to the Transport Police and I have enlisted the assistance of the Councils Anti-Social Behaviour Team.
There has also been vandalism at the Play Area on the Monks Way Estate, and this is being dealt with by the Police who have contacted Bovis Homes about the problem.”

A large deposit of soil has been spotted as dumped on Brancliffe Lane and this will be reported.
Cllr Hawkswell had attended a meeting about the Lengthsman scheme, and this will be placed on next month’s agenda.
