a) Cricket ground
It was resolved to take this off the agenda.

b) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights, Church clock repairs

117/22 Members reports and exchange of information on matters of concern 
It was reported that the poppies had now been placed onto the lampposts ready for Remembrance Sunday. A further 25 had been sourced to fill in any gaps and will be paid for at the next meeting.

The sign for Willow drive was reported. It was subsequently fixed but then has been reset and so it is as bad again, with rubble on the grass. It will have to be reported again.	ACTION: Clerk
There were reports of noise by RDS again. It was advised that those experiencing this should report it to Environmental Services for action.
It was noted that the village sign at the A57 end of the village has never been put back as it originally was to match the Rhodesia end of the village. When it was replaced by Stancliffe as it is now, they were contacted to complain about the sign and the Parish Council was told that it would have to be moved again, so there was no point in changing it now. A letter will be sent to Stancliffe to ask when it will be moved.						Action: Clerk
It was mentioned that maybe an event should be organised for the Kings Coronation, something on the lines of the Jubilee celebrations, and this will be placed on the next agenda

118/22 Litter Picker
It was resolved that a letter be written to the Litter Picker. With clock movement on the horizon, it was thought that for health and safety reasons the hours worked should be Dawn till finish. It is not suitable to pick litter in the dark either.
Also, a method of signing in is to be introduced to comply with lone working safety rules. A box was sourced and will be placed outside No 37 Shireoaks Common with a book for hours in and out each day. A column for any issues found then can be left without having to contact the chair or the clerk directly, if they are out and about, unless the issue is urgent.
