Shireoaks Parish Council
Minutes of the Meeting held on 11th January 2022.
Present: 
Councillor R Hauxwell (Chair)
Councillors G Robinson, R Hewson, S Rex, P Blagg, S Fielding and B Ayton.  

There was one member of the public present who had previously helped set up fireworks in Shireoaks and was informed he may be able to return, producing a firework display. He brought a proposal based on the chosen date of 29 October, asking to take into account premium weekend, cost of fireworks have gone up, import duty 30%, for a 10-minute pyro musical display, bespoke to Shireoaks, provide sound system suitable for an audience of over 1000 people, announce and be able to liaise with the team post and pre-show, provide music leading up to show like in 2015. He did a lot of the work on the site itself, like the initial risk assessments, access was provided by P Blagg and his friends would be £2500 excluding VAT. The scale of the display would be similar to Anston.  We would benefit from booking quickly as it is a premium weekend, the same team as before would come up he would be available on the day.
The member of public left the meeting.
Councillors Blagg and Hauxwell said the firework committee needed to put a meeting together to start work on the plans.
001/22 Apologies for absence	
Apologies were received from Councillor A Leadley and District Councillor Pressley.
M Welch (Clerk) was not present due to illness.

002/22 Declarations of Interest 
Councillors Blagg and Fielding declared an interest in Planning.
003/22 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 9th November 2021.
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 9th November copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

004/22 Matters Arising 
a)  Vacancy – Councillors agreed to put this in the newsletter.
b) Cricket ground – Councillor Robinson asked if John was invited to the meeting, Councillor Fielding informed he had been off ill and still was. Councillor Robinson asked that he be invited to the next meeting to get an update.
c) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights, Village Hall, Clock –
Telephone Box – The Chairman fed back that she had spoken to the gentleman and asked if he was interested in fixing the telephone box, councillors were concerned that a highway order would be needed and insurance. He recommended that the easiest way to do it was to lift it away sort the base out and put it back, however he did raise the question why do you want the lean fixing as it is secure, you could do what you want inside and get it painted outside. He would not be interested in painting it as it would be better to get a professional painter to do it.
Christmas lights - No one had seen a village with nice lights and an idea came forward to ask residents in the Shireoaks Newsletter if they had seen nice village lights so that we could make enquiries.
Village hall – The cheque has been posted.
Planters – All enquiries from Nottinghamshire County Council have been answered, the order has been put in we don’t have a delivery date yet.  The Chairman asked Glyn if he wanted his oak barrel back, Councillor Robinson will ask him if he does.

e)  Ditches on Shireoaks Common - Clearing Out – Councillor Fielding reported the inspectors have been out and looked at them and will be in touch to resolve any issues.   Councillor Fielding will meet with the District Manager to go through bits for updates to be passed on to the Parish Council. Councillor Robinson was interested to hear the comments about the ditch near the play area on the common

f} Planting area at Parish Council Notice Board – Councillor Fielding has had the maps looked at and the land where the board is sited is Nottinghamshire County Council land not the railways. Councillor Robinson reminded councillors that railways had said they owned all the land, Councillor Fielding said Nottinghamshire County Council would not have put the boards on land not owned by them.  Councillor Robinson asked that railways be contacted to provide plans showing what they owned, he recommended clerk telephone them rather than write to them and ask a representative to come to the village to meet with us to show what they own
g) Village Name Sign – Sybil reported there are no plans for it to be moved she had checked into it and it is situated where the 30mph starts.
h) Seats - Are to be looked at now the grass cutting season is finished
i) Litter bins – The Chairman reported both bins need concrete bases to be ordered, we would need to see if the red dog bin can provide just that part explaining that we lost ours and the new bin ordered needs one to protect it when we mow, councillors agreed to get these ordered so they can be replaced.
j) Visual impression when entering the village from the bypass compared to entering from Thorpe Lane, Spring Lane and Shireoaks Road –Councillor Hewson reported he had provided photographs that Mary had asked for. Councillor Fielding said highways had been out and written to various people about the signs and they had been asked to remove them. Councillor Hewson updated so far there has been no changes apart from a printing company had replaced one that had been damaged with another one. Councillor Fielding will get an update on this for the next meeting.
k) Church clock repairs -. The Chairman updated that the communications regarding the repair should be shared with all the councillors for them to see, she gave some background to what had taken place since the meetings. Bernie gave a quick timeline of just how long we had been chasing up repairs and when the clock man had attended etc. Bernie also said she had been in contact with Andrew Higgins who looked after the Priory Clock. Councillor Robinson recommended getting in contact with our current clock man to see if there was a guarantee on the work, if there was then ask him to come and get the timing right on the clock. If he comes back and says there is no warranty on the clock then we should look at another company quoting for the ongoing maintenance and repairs and consider personal recommendations like Councillor Ayton had obtained this was seconded by Councillor Ayton and all in favour.
005/22	New Business 

a) Carol Singing Event - The event went well and the beacon was lit, Dave Underwood thanked Paul Blagg and the councillors at the event for their support and help, all paperwork and risk assessments were provided.
b) Blossom Trees – Councillor Robinson said it would be a good idea to forward the information on to John Palmer to see if they were interested in the event. He also mentioned the Friends of Woodlands do a good job looking after the area and we should support them. Councillor Hauxwell reminded Councillor Robinson that Friends of Woodlands were asked to come up with one project to put forward to the Parish Council for them to consider to support, since then we had had one committee member come and say it was more volunteers that were needed and then another committee member came with all the things they wanted to date, without a business plan and no update until asked about any grants they had received. Several other councillors expressed concern over out-of-date prices and ideas. Councillor Fielding confirmed it was still Nottinghamshire County Council land and is with the legal team for handing over to the Friends of Woodlands. Councillor Robinson suggested after all the discussion that the Chairman should word a communication inviting them to put forward one idea with costings, business plan, who in the community it would serve and it might be handy to attach the CIL guidelines document too. It was mentioned that they were missing big ideas that could gather more community support a Covid memorial garden or a Miners memorial, or a history area, there is great passion for the mining communities and people could relate more to that than the wildlife.  Councillor Fielding talked about the support they had for the viewpoint and the stairs.
c) Supply David equipment – Councillor Blagg brought up that he wasn’t sure where or when David is ordering equipment and if Mary could find out then we could look into getting a separate account for the parish council as he feels that this time, they will be able to do it. Mary can speak with Paul for further help on this.
d) Speed limit - Councillor Hewson circulated a communication to Sybil on the subject. Councillor Fielding mentioned a safety audit had been conducted by Martin Green Highway Officer looking at the speed from the roundabout into the village, he said it should stay 40 then to 30 like it is.   Councillor Hewson was not happy about this and he felt the reasoning that people would ignore it anyway, he still thinks that it is possible to be 30 off the roundabout as it is for the industrial estate. There was talk about moving the interactive speed sign and Councillor Blagg filled in some history about the problems moving it and locating it. Councillor Hewson asked for a letter to be written to highways and ask for the 30 to be moved from the roundabout like it is on Claylands Avenue, pointing out that on the recent Neighbourhood survey it was one of the major concerns people had about the village the speed of the traffic, seconded by Councillor Ayton.
Councillor Fielding reported that she had also got a price if we wanted to upgrade the zebra crossing to a pedestrian one using CIL money the cost would be around £90,000.
006/22	Planning
a) New Applications
21/01656/VOC Vary Condition 1 of P.A. 20/01696/RES to Replace Drawings in Respect of a Reduction in Parking Spaces From 33 to 20, Increase EV Provision from 4 to 8 Positions and Provision of Jet Wash Facilities and Addition of Toilet Block to Shop Building - Land At Shireoaks Common Shireoaks– it was noted that Highways had commented on the reduction of parking spaces and they didn’t seem concerned as people wouldn’t stay for long. Councillor Ayton recommended sending the usual response to planning issues where no objections were raised by councillors.
b) Decisions 
There were no new decisions.
007/22 Reports from County and District Councillors.
The Chairman read out the District Councillor’s report – Councillor Fielding added to one part of this saying the old road had been de-regulated to a footpath and came under a different bit of Nottinghamshire County Council and not highways.
Councillor Fielding in her report mentioned flood warning training had taken place via Teams, she had spoken with Scott today to get training arranged for signage as this came up for both Rhodesia and Shireoaks Parish Councils. She asked that it be put on the next agenda for a date to be set for a separate meeting to formulate a Flood Plan.
Councillor Fielding has been given some aqua sacks for the times we don’t have floods, these are what Nottinghamshire County Council give out when areas are not in imminent danger, if we were we would get sandbags. Other parish councils consider this in their precept but this is something that can be taken into account when work takes place on the Flood Plan.
On 23 December the river gauge went in near the village garden, some further work is needed on this before it goes live.
An independent drainage report has been done Scott Stone is yet to analyse it, Councillor Hauxwell asked if it covered a recent problem area under the railway lines and it does, it will be shared when it has been looked at.
