Minutes of the Meeting held on 14th March 2023

There were no members of the public present. However, there were 2 PCSO officers attending.

28/23 Apologies for Absence  
Apologies had been received from Cllr Hewson

29/23 Declaration of Interest and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
Cllr Fielding and District Cllr Pressley declared an interest in planning matters
Cllr Blagg declared a pecuniary interest in agenda item Planning 6(b) Aveling Way
Cllr Fielding declared an interest in Friends of Woodland.

30/23 To approve the minutes of the meetings on 14th February 2023
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 14th February 2023, copies of which had been previously circulated to members, were confirmed as a true record. 
Proposed by Cllr Wilks and seconded by Cllr Robinson and were signed by the Chairman.

31/23 Matters Arising
a) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights, Church clock repairs
The door to the telephone box had been fixed by the Carpenter, and he is on the lookout for shelves that can be placed inside for the books. The painter had been contacted by Cllr Fielding and he said that he would paint the box and would donate the fee he quoted last year to charity.
It was resolved to order a small pot of gold paint for the Crown detail, 3 new signs for the top of the box, one saying Shireoaks and two saying Book Exchange. It was also decided to get a price for a new floor for the box. Cllr Hauxwell will take the paint that she has to the painter to enable the start of the project, however this is dependent on the weather.

For the Xmas lights, the lampposts will need stress testing at a cost of £13.50 each every 12 months. 
The lights/motif themselves are approximately £150 each and leased on a 3 year contract. 
To install and dismantle for instance 50 motifs would cost £4230 per year.
So for an average of 50 lights the total cost for the three years would be £37,215. This is a cost of £12,405 per year. It was resolved to look for any funding that is available to help with this project. It was resolved to ask Notts County Council if all lampposts would need stress testing even new ones.

Smith and Derby had been in attendance for the last two days so, hopefully they have fixed the problem. They did say that it would need monitoring as it was gaining a few minutes and it was resolved to ask them if it was possible for them to either do this or show someone else how this is done. It was also resolved to ask Peter Stanley why the electricity seems to go off in the church which is having a detrimental effect on the clock.

b) Neighbourhood Plan  
There is no further movement on this item.




c) Speed limit in the village
There is a petition online and on paper being circulated at the moment around the village. When this has been completed Cllr Fielding will present to Notts County Council. This needs to be presented to a full council meeting. The next one is scheduled for the end of April.

d) Noticeboard glass replacement
This is now in place and can be removed from the agenda.

e) Church corner planter replacement
Notts County Council were concerned about the height of the new planters, saying that they may  restrict visibility on the corner. This was discussed but thought not to be a problem and it was resolved to complete a licence request to send to Notts County Council for these planters.

f) Defibrillator existing maintenance and location for new one
A battery and new pads were fixed inside the existing machine. An e-mail had been received from the Head of St Luke’s school to ask for the contractor to meet with the Site Manager of the school. This had been arranged and a report will be brought to the next meeting.

g) Bench in Village Garden/Memorial Bench
The bench for the village garden has arrived and is stored ready for installation. It was resolved that Cllr Ayton and will ask the family for the words that will need to be placed on the memorial plaque. We will then ask SWH Ltd to install the bench in the garden.

The Coronation bench will arrive during March and again stored ready for installation. This will be fixed in place nearer to the Coronation itself.

h) Events – Fireworks/Carnival/Coronation
A quote had been received for fireworks for this year which was an increase of 5% and agreed by majority to be accepted. The toilet provider has now retired and so a new one needs to be sourced. A quote had been received for the barriers from a new supplier at £1.95+VAT each delivered.

The carnival committee were holding their first new event of Dingo Bingo at the club. There is also to be a children’s egg hunt on Sunday the 2nd of April. The carnival itself will be on Saturday July 1st.

The Coronation picnic is scheduled for Sunday the 7th May, 2023 at Shireoaks Sports and Social. An e-mail had been sent to Rhodesia Parish Council and they had agreed in principle to help fund this event and participate jointly. It will be advertised on social media. A quote had been received from a supplier of children’s bouncy castles which needs to be staffed for health and safety reasons. Cllr Hauxwell is also in contact with first aid cover for the event.

i) To discuss any Village Maintenance/Lengthsman Scheme concerns
An e-mail had been received from Stancliffe Homes saying that the small patch of planting near the Willow Drive sign belongs to the first house. However, it was resolved to send them another e-mail to ask if the householder was actually aware of this.

An e-mail had been received from Harron Homes saying that they would look at the mud on the path outside of the show homes. 
An e-mail had also been received from a resident asking if the old road which leads from Shireoaks Common to the A57 could be blocked at the Shireoaks Common end. This is because cars and quad bikes are regularly using this at night and leaving litter and causing a disturbance. Cllr Blagg said that he would look into this.

The area around the notice board had been cleared and replanted by SWH Ltd. It was resolved to send them an e-mail congratulating them on a job well done.



j) Village Litter Bins
An email had been received from Bassetlaw District Council to say that no further bins could be placed in Shireoaks as the round is completely full. It was resolved to buy 5 new litterbins, 2 for the canal. 1 for Frances field, 1 for the village garden, and 1 to go near the bench on Shireoaks Road. All of these five will be emptied by the contractors.

k) Parish Council Election 4.5.23
Councillors were reminded by the clerk of the deadline to submit their papers for the upcoming election to Bassetlaw District Council.

l) Bassetlaw Spring Clean – 18.3.23 – 3.4.23
We are now registered for the spring clean and 50 black bags have been delivered for this task. The Parish Council will advertise on social media and equipment will be available to all residents who would like to participate. The rubbish can be left beside the council bins in the Village Hall car park and this will be collected on Monday the 3rd of April which is the cut-off date for Bassetlaw spring clean.

32/23 New Business
m) Trees on Shireoaks Common
More trees appear to be trimmed on Shireoaks Common close to houses of Stancliffe Homes. 
The original planning application asked for the developers to leave these trees in place after the development. Cllr Presley said that he would check with Bassetlaw District Council to see if anything could be sent to residents informing them of the conditions of the planning permission granted, as they seemed to be unaware.

d) Enforcements
There were no new enforcements to discuss. However, Bassetlaw District Council had written to a few addresses about the trees on Shireoaks common and then they were closing the case and no further action was to be taken.


34/23 Reports from County/District Councillors
Cllr Fielding explained that there was flood warden training being offered in the district on the 28th of March 2023. This is available to any member of the public who would like to volunteer to be a flood warden in the district. Cllr Hauxwell said that she had a couple of volunteers and would ask if they would like to attend this training.

Cllr Fielding said that Highways Department had been around the village and work had been done on Network Rail land which was causing flooding in Shireoaks to some properties on Shireoaks Common.

Cllr Presley said that we had had graffiti and vandalism on Shireoaks railway station and that plans were in place to have new fencing and for the waiting area to be painted. There is also a new defibrillator which has been installed on one platform. The information signs for trains are now blank until the problem of the wrong trains being advertised on the wrong platform can be resolved.
Also Friends of Woodland are planting trees on Friday the 17th of March in conjunction with Notts County Council.

35/23 Finance

It was resolved by all councillors to confirm that current internal controls were sufficient and were being implemented correctly to safeguard public funds.

 36/23 Emergency Measures
a) Flooding 
All the questions from the questionnaire distributed around the village was from residents asking if they were likely to flood. It was resolved to print the map from flood agency maps to give to the residents to show how close they are to flooded areas. An explanatory letter will need to go with this explaining that nothing is guaranteed with regards to flooding.
It was also resolved to send an email to SWH Ltd to start clearing the way for a new container beside the old one.

37/23 Correspondence
	All correspondence had been circulated.

38/23 Police report
The police had circulated the crime statistics to all councillors, and they explained that although the numbers had risen, it appears to be from one location having trouble with off road bikes. They explained about a community speeding initiative. It would need volunteers, but they could offer training however, it would mean a cost of around £400 for the equipment.

39/23 Members reports and exchange of information on matters of concern 
There were no new reports at this time.

40/23 23/00005/S36 00005/s36 Land at Aveling Way
At this point of the meeting Cllr Blagg was asked by the chair to leave the meeting as he had a pecuniary interest in this matter, which he did.
This matter had a lot of opposition at the time of the planning submission. It was refused by Bassetlaw District Council and has now been appealed by the developer. It has now been decided to go to a public inquiry.
It was resolved to send a letter from the Parish Council in objection to the appeal and in support of the Bassetlaw District Council decision to refuse the application. The letter needs to be sent to the inspector by the 30th of March 2023. This will be circulated to all councillors for approval before it is submitted.
