Having accepted our invitation Julian Proudman attended the meeting to discuss the problems with RDS. Mr Proudman reported that he had done monitoring but there had been an issue with the electric and they had not been able to hook up so he will have to go back.  It was reported that the noise is still there and has moved round, although there have been improvements the issue has not been solved and this was discussed.  Councillor Pressley suggested Terry Mills could be approached.  Councillor Blagg agreed to email further details of complaints to Julian who offered to come back to the next meeting in September if councillors would like him to after he has made a further visit to RDS.
Councillor Henderson was welcomed to the meeting.
67/19 Apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Councillors MacDonald, G Robinson and S Fielding.
68/19 Declarations of Interest
Councillor Hauxwell declared an interest in Little Acorns and Councillor Pressley in RDS.
69/19 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 11th June 2019
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 11th June, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

70/19 Matters Arising 
a) Vacancies on Council – Councillor Corrie reported that there is someone interested in being co-opted to the council she will be advised to contact the clerk to arrange for an application form to be sent out.
b) Station Car Park – Nothing further has been heard, Councillor Pressley reported that they are still waiting for a report from the solicitors.
c) Cricket ground – A meeting was held on the 20th June at Bassetlaw District Council with John Krawczyk (Planning) regarding the cricket ground, Councillor Robinson and District Councillor Pressley attended.  The outcome was that Bassetlaw will write to the owners to find out what progress has been made and to remind them of their responsibility to comply with the Section 106 Agreement so that the facilities are available for community use.
The clerk has been contacted by two residents wishing to use the facilities.
d) Monks Wood Estate (Bovis) – The meeting was held, Mr Herrod was shocked with what he saw as they pay subcontractors to cut it every two weeks, he did say that only three of the areas belonged to Bovis.  The bins are disgusting they are overflowing with dog mess and grass needs cutting.  It was agreed the clerk should write to Barry Herrod regarding the problems raised tonight reinforcing that he said it would be cut.  Councillor Pressley felt that Mr Herrod does not know what is happening he needs to know everything.
Councillor Corrie raised concerns about the meadow flooding, this had been raised previously but appears to have been lost with the change of officer, the clerk was asked to write again.
e) Defibrillator/Future Costs – A quote has been received for training, councillors agreed to wait until the defibrillators were more established.
f) RDS – This has already been discussed.
g) Entrances into the Village, Spring Lane and Shireoaks Road - General Upkeep
Councillor Robinson is currently in liaison with Joanne Horton, District Highways Manager regarding these issues.
h) Illuminated sign – Nothing further has been heard.
i) Safety Fencing – Nothing further has been heard.

Mark had raised a point that the area in front of Harron Homes by the dyke is mown on our side however behind the sign there is a strip which is not mown.  The clerk was asked to write about this and also to advise both developers that Shireoaks is through to the second round of the competition.
71/19	New Business

b) Clock -Andrew had been and set the clock although he reported that the train that brings it back isn’t dropping in properly.  Councillor Ayton proposed we asked Bygone times out again, seconded by Councillor Blagg and all agreed.

c) Other defibrillators in Village – Councillor Blagg reported that money is being raised for a second defibrillator to be put outside the club and a third one the other end of the village, the school or railway station were suggested as possible sites.  Councillor Blagg proposed the Parish Council take responsibility for the maintenance and upkeep as well as registering them and this was unanimously agreed.

d) Marina Drive – David Gower reported that he has had complaints about youths gathering in Marina Drive.  The clerk was asked to report this to the community officer, it was reported that the youths are there from 4.30 onwards.

The meadow will be followed up and details passed to the clerk.
