Minutes of the Meeting held on 12th February 2019 at Little Acorns.

There were no members of the public present.
12/19 Apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Councillor G Corrie.
13/19 Declarations of Interest
Councillors Fielding and Blagg declared an interest in planning and Councillor Pressley in RDS.
14/19 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 8th January 2019
Councillor Hauxwell proposed the minutes be approved as a true and correct record, seconded by Councillor Blagg.
15/19 Matters arising 
a) Vacancies on Council – Nobody has come forward yet.  The clerk reported that the final date for applications for nominations for election is 3rd April.
b) Station Car Park – There has been no change.
c) Cricket ground – Nothing further has been heard, the notice will be in the next Newsletter.
d) Monks Wood Estate (Bovis) –A reply has not been received yet from Barry Herrod at Bovis with dates for the meeting for him to walk around the area with some councillors.
e) Defibrillator – Councillor MacDonald reported that this is now at the hall but the electricians say it needs an expert to connect it.  The clerk was asked to send the fitting instructions to Councillor Blagg who will discuss this with BRS to see if they can help.  The clerk was asked to check on the maintenance needed and to try and obtain posters for when the Village Hall is open.  Councillors asked who needs to put it on the national register, the clerk will enquire.
f) Old Telephone Kiosk - no reply has been received yet.
g) Church Clock -This has now been finished although the key has not been returned to Councillor MacDonald.  The clerk was asked to request the key to be returned and to arrange the annual service to be done in October when the clocks change.
h) Plaque for Tub – The unveiling is being arranged for the 9th March at 12.00 so that it can be advertised in the Newsletter, Councillors Hauxwell Fielding and Blagg will definitely be able to attend.   Mark at SWHL will arrange for the sign to be put up the Friday before.  The vicar has agreed to unveil it and open the church for refreshments.  The clerk was asked to contact Vicki Brookes at Morrisons to see if they would be prepared to provide the refreshments.
i) RDS – This is still the same.
l) Pruning of hedging and Trees
 This has been done.
16/19	New Business 
a) Entrances into the Village, Spring Lane and Shireoaks Road - General Upkeep. 

Councillor Robinson reported on the general condition of roadsides at the entrances into the village on Spring Lane, Shireoaks Road and Thorpe Lane.  In order to consider improvements both environmentally and pedestrian road safety it was agreed to organise a site meeting with County Council Highway Officers to consider the issues of concern. Councillor Robinson will attend and all Parish Councillors will be invited

b) Draft Bassetlaw Local Plan

This has been received and was discussed, it was noted that we will be four times over our allocation.  Plans will be displayed in St. Luke’s Church on Monday 25th February 12.00-17.00.

Mark had raised this and it was agreed that it is within Adrian’s boundary, the clerk was asked to write drawing attention to this asking him to make sure it is brought to the attention of the new owners.

17/19	Planning
a) New Applications
18/01643HSE Demolition of carport and erection of garage, Bridgend, Shireoaks Road this had been discussed at the last meeting.

19/00051/HSE
Proposal: Erect Single Storey and Two Storey Side Extension, 3 Pingle Close Shireoaks Worksop – there were no objections. 

18/00413/OUT – amendments had been received today and the clerk was asked to try to extend the date for comments so that this can be discussed at our next meeting.

b) Decisions 
18/01591/NMA | Non-Material Amendment for Substitution of House Types to Twenty Two Residential Dwellings to P/A 17/00271/RES | Land North East of St Lukes School- agreed

The illuminated sign was discussed, the details cannot be seen on the original planning permission and the clerk was asked to contact planning asking when permission was granted.

18/19 Reports from County and District Councillors
Councillor Pressley reported that the grant for the fireworks for £300 has gone through.  There are more trees on Shireoaks Road being taken down as they are going into the road.  The trees in York Place previously reported by Councillor Hauxwell have been sorted.  The tyres at the back of Shireoaks Row will not be removed as litter as they are on private land, there are companies in the district that will collect them for a charge.
At the last railway meeting John Palmer was asked about the planters and said that Shireoaks will get some, Councillor Hauxwell asked if plants other than daffodils could be planted in them.  There were complaints again about the ticket machine and it is on the next agenda for guards to check the tickets.
The road sign on Owday Lane is damaged and needs replacing, Councillor Pressley will report this.
Councillor Fielding reported that interactive signs are being put in as a measure to slow traffic, a complaint has already been received.  The speeding survey results showed speeding both ends of the village.
Frances playing field was discussed and councillors were assured that any changes would go through the planning process.
