There were two members of the public present.
The council were told that the carnival committee are short of volunteers and asked for ideas as to how they could recruit, there are concerns that the carnival will close as there are only five members left.  The council will put a notice in the newsletter and Councillor Pressley suggested an advert be put in Worksop Life.  Councillor MacDonald offered to put a notice up in the noticeboard and suggested they put notices in the shops.  Councillors suggested that they stress that this is a final appeal unless volunteers come forward.
89/19 Apologies for absence
Apologies were received from District Councillor Dean Brett
90/19 Declarations of Interest
Councillor Fielding declared an interest in planning, Councillor Pressley in RDS and Councillor Ayton the newsletter.
91/19 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 10th September 2019
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 10th September, copies of which had been previously circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

92/19 Matters Arising 
a) Vacancies on Council –It is thought that a resident may be interested and was agreed to keep advertising.
b) Station Car Park –Councillor Pressley reported that this is still being dealt with and a meeting is still being arranged.
c) Cricket ground – The planning officer is dealing with this.
d) Monks Wood Estate (Bovis) – The bins had been emptied and are now full again.   Councillor Fielding has received a number of emails from Bovis who have said they are changing contractors and said that it would be done within a week.  A representative is happy to meet with residents and Councillor Fielding offered to put a letter out to residents.
e) Defibrillators – A reply has been received from the school governors who asked about the power used.  The clerk was asked to reply that it is purely a cabinet heater which most of the time uses no electric at all only when it is cold, the Parish Council would pay for the installation.  Councillor Robinson asked about defibrillator training and it was reported that the club have arranged a training course for residents.
f) RDS – A reply was received from Julian who has more monitoring to do and asked to be notified of problems.  Councillors asked for Julian to be invited to the next meeting.
g) Entrances into the Village, Spring Lane and Shireoaks Road - General Upkeep
Councillor Robinson reported that progress was slow with Nottinghamshire County Council Highways and asked County Councillor Fielding if she would carry out the site inspection with himself and take the list back to the officer at Highways.
h) Illuminated sign –Councillor Pressley chased this up and an application has been requested.
i) Safety Fencing – This has been dealt with.
j) Best Kept Village – Councillor Robinson asked about the results.
k) Clock – The hour chime has now stopped as well.  Councillors agreed to look at this with CIL and the clerk was asked to request a proper costing to sort the clock out once and for all explaining that it may be a while before we have the money.
l) CIL -A reply has not yet been received.
93/19	New Business 
a) Carnival 

Councillor Corrie asked for this to be carried over to next month.

b) Fireworks

There was a meeting yesterday and more volunteers are needed, Councillors Robinson and Henderson volunteered to help.  Councillors Fielding and Pressley offered to make a contribution to the fireworks.

c) Handyman

Councillors agreed to renew the contract for six months and suggested the Chairman and clerk have a job evaluation with him as now we have a growing village and have got to review what we are doing.  The clerk was asked to write and ask for an appointment at 10.00am preferably on a Monday.

d) Personal Data

Details had been circulated and councillors suggested we have a form.  The clerk was also asked to have signatures redacted on the website.

e) Planting of bulbs and plants/Replacement of damaged wooden barrel planters

Councillor Robinson proposed we order bulbs and pansies as last year seconded by Councillor Hauxwell and this was unanimously agreed.


 
f) Signal Box

There had been a meeting today and it has been suggested volunteers might be able to do the work.  Councillor Fielding will put a petition together which will also be put in the newsletter.

g) Newsletter

It was suggested some photographs be added to the report.

h) Grass cutting Tenders

Councillors asked the clerk to request a quote from SWHL.

i) Village Garden - Boundary Fence & Shrubs
Councillor Robinson reported that the boundary hedge/shrubs adjacent to the highway was in need of hard pruning taking it back to the fence and reducing the height.  The lilac tree is also in need of pruning as height obstructs the clear vision for motorists.  Councillors asked the clerk to ask SWHL if they have done it and to quote for the lilac tree.  Councillor Blagg reported that the willows also need a good prune and a quote for this was requested.

j)  Village Name Sign - general Upkeep
Councillor Robinson volunteered to plant and maintain the planting area in front of the village name sign on Shireoaks Road.  Councillor Blagg proposed the Parish Council pay for the plants and details will be discussed further at the next meeting, this was unanimously agreed.  Councillors agreed that the sign that was moved by Stancliffe was disappointing and they should make sure it goes back as it was and also the area from the electricity station to past the bungalow is just weeds and has not had grass seed put down.  The clerk was asked to write and ask them to sort out the area and also to sweep the mud off the road.
94/19	Planning
a) New Applications
19/01199/FUL - Erect Extension to North East Side of Existing Self-Storage –Councillors have no objection subject to any comments made by neighbours.

19/01244/HSE Erect Balcony to Front of Dwelling - 6 Low Meadow Row Shireoaks Worksop Nottinghamshire – Councillors have no objection subject to any comments made by neighbours.

b) Decisions 
There were no decisions.
95/19 Reports from County and District Councillors
Councillor Pressley reported that the application at the roundabout was refused.
You can’t get Section 106 from industrial sites and Councillor Pressley raised this and it will be looked at, Councillor Robinson thanked Councillor Pressley for speaking on this.
The rail partnership met today and looked at sites for a water butt but disagreed where to put it, they also looked at the signal box and a statue for the station.
There has been a problem with buses not being able to get through because of cars parking for the station.
County Councillor Fielding reported that the zebra crossing is in process and highway schemes are being considered for the next financial year.
