There were 3 members of the public present. 

Concern was raised by a member of the public at a rise in anti-social behaviour around Far Clay Grove. There was vandalism to a bungalow which received graffiti, and this was reported to the police, but no officers attended. They also stated that young people we're running through the village at 1:00 o'clock in the morning. They also stated that newer residents who lived alone were getting quite frightened to go out of their own house, especially in the evening.

It was also stated by residents that their fear was that the Shireoaks buses number 6 and 7 were at risk of being taken away. They have been funded for a year from April 23, but there is no information of future service. This would mean that older residents who use the buses to go shopping and places like doctors and hospitals could no longer get to these appointments.

74/23 Apologies for Absence  
Apologies had been received from Cllr Dixon and District Cllr Pressley

75/23 Declaration of Interest and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
Cllr Fielding declared an interest in all planning matters and the Friends of Woodland.

76/23 To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 9th May 2023
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 9th May 2023, copies of which had been previously circulated to members, were confirmed as a true record. 
Proposed by Cllr Robinson and seconded by Cllr Wilkes and signed by the Chair.

77/23 Matters Arising

a) CIL – Telephone Box, Christmas Lights, Church clock repairs
We all are waiting the painting of the telephone box by the painter who will source some more paint for the inside. The Carpenter is making the inside shelves, and if there is a storage problem then Cllr Ayton said she would store the shelves until we were ready.

An e-mail has been received from an electrician who is willing to look at the mercury switches to see what is involved with removal. It was resolved to send an e-mail to Smith Derby asking them to attend site with the electrician to show him what is required. This was proposed by Cllr Blagg and seconded by Cllr Wilkes.
It was also resolved to try to get a donation from WMT conservation if possible.

A list of lampposts which need stress testing has been sent, so that it can be decided which lampposts can support a Christmas light.

b) Neighbourhood Plan  
This item will be removed from the agenda until further notice.

c) Speed limit in the village
The date of the next full council meeting at Notts County Council is the 13th of July 2023. Cllr Fielding will take the signed petition to this meeting to present to the full council.


d) Church corner planter replacement
An e-mail has been sent chasing the licence for the planters.

e) Defibrillator
An e-mail has been received and the date chosen to install the defibrillator the 26th of July. When this is completed, it can be registered and in full use.

f) Bench in Village Garden/Memorial Bench
The memorial bench is now installed and was unveiled by Peter Stanley. An article will be sent to the Guardian and posted on social media of the event. However, there is a slight issue with the bolts on the floor and it was resolved to ask SWH Ltd to come back and sort out the problem.
The other bench will now be installed in the garden.

g) Events – Fireworks/Carnival
There is a meeting of the fireworks committee on the 6th of July to discuss further issues.
Carnival is to take place on the 1st of July and the event plan PLI insurance will be sent to the Clerk so that it can be forwarded to our own insurers. The health and safety plan is also needed for audit purposes.

h) To discuss any Village Maintenance/Lengthsman Scheme concerns
Concern was raised about the path which has been fenced off by Network Rail. This path is used by residents to go from the Marina to the village centre. An e-mail had been received from a concerned resident also asking when the path would be reopened. On the investigation with Network Rail, the clerk was told that this was not a public footpath, nor was it a cycle track and was the property of Network Rail. It had been fenced off because the fence leading to the railway is down and needs repair. Network Rail decided as a health and safety matter to close off the path to prevent residents having access to the railway. The repairs are on a list at Network Rail, but no date could be given for the work.

A quote had been received from SWH Ltd for the planting of the tubs this year, which seemed a little high. It was resolved to ask for a breakdown of the bill before it was approved.
An e-mail had been received from Stancliffe homes stating that all the snagging issues at the top of the village had been resolved. Members stated that there were still issues and it was resolved to ask their site manager to meet with Cllr Robinson to discuss further.

There seems to be a red dog waste bin on the path from Shireoaks Common to the park, which is not emptied by Bassetlaw District Council or Friends of Woodland and keeps overflowing. It was resolved to remove this bin as there are black Bassetlaw District Council bins at both ends of this footpath.

The bin attached to the side of the Village Hall, appears to be broken. This is only a lightweight bin to be used for normal waste. It would appear that sweepings of grit etc which are too heavy have been placed inside this bin. It was resolved to get a price for a new bin, whilst asking the Village Hall staff not to use this and to use their designated dustbins.

i) Village Litter Bins
Still awaiting receipt of 5 new litter bins as the cheque for them is lost and a replacement needed.

j) Village Hall – CIL
A quote had been received for the resurfacing of the car park. The specification was approved, and it was resolved to give money to the Village Hall for this project from CIL monies.

k) Friends of Woodland – CIL 
This item was moved to the end of the agenda so that Cllr Fielding could leave as she had declared an interest in this item.




78/23 New Business
l) Bus service to Shireoaks
This had been discussed in the public forum at the beginning of the meeting. It was resolved to put an article in the newsletter for everyone to support the keeping of the bus service. It was also resolved to write to Brendan Clark-Smith to ask for his support in this matter. Cllr Fielding said she had no knowledge of this happening and if it did then the council would have to consult for around 3 months with interested parties. She also stated that it would be raised at Notts CC.

There were no new applications.

b) Appeals
a. 23/00005/S36 00005/s36 Land at Aveling Way is still in progress, awaiting inspector decision.

c) Decisions and Awaiting Decisions
22/01201/HSE – 66 Shireoaks Road – demo of existing extension and erect 2 storey side and rear extension – was granted.
22/01714/OUT – Land to the north of Gateford Toll Bar - Outline application for erection of a care home and up to 10 res dwellings is pending.

d) enforcements
There are no updates to report this month.

80/23 Reports from County/District Councillors
Cllr Pressley was not present at the meeting but sent this report:
The Appeal for the Application off Aveling Way was heard last week the Planning Inspector will consider all the Evidence and the Decision will be received as soon as possible.
The Councillors Surgeries will commence this Month on Saturday the 17th of June in the Village Hall from 11am to 12 Noon.
They will be held every Two Months except in August 

Cllr Fielding reported that a new school was planned in Gateford. It was hoped to be up and running for September 2024. It will also provide 26 nursery places. This has been possible by 106 monies gained from new builds on Gateford Road. She will keep the members informed of progress.
She also reported that the highways issues in Shireoaks are still being pursued.

a) Flooding

 84/23 Police report
There was no police report or police presence at the meeting, but it was resolved to pass on the comments of the public mentioned at the beginning of the meeting to the PCSO and the ASBO team at Bassetlaw District Council.

 85/23 Members reports and exchange of information on matters of concern. 
It was reported that visibility out of Brancliffe Lane onto Shireoaks common is restricted by bushes in the house to the right-hand side. This will be reported to Notts County Council
The council had been asked by the owners of Retreat on the Row, if they could maintain the small garden area next to the patio. An e-mail will be sent agreeing to this with conditions.
It was reported that since hedge cutting had taken place the Shireoaks Common sign had been revealed. It is in poor state and will be reported to Highways.
It was also reported that the 30mph sign coming in off the A57 is obscured by trees. Again,this will be reported to Highways.
A concern was raised about ASBO behaviour from a group on motorbikes. They have no plates and wear face masks. They can regularly be heard around the marina and the pit top. This will be reported to the PCSO.

Cllr Fielding left the meeting.

k)  Friends of Woodland – CIL
This item was now discussed, and members were concerned over the ownership of this land. It would not be possible to give CIL money if the ownership/lease is not sorted. It was resolved to send an email to Friends of Woodland asking this question before proceeding any further. This was proposed by Cllr Wilkes and seconded by Cllr Blagg.
