Minutes of the Meeting held on 11th June 2019 in Shireoaks Village Hall.

There was one member of the public present.  Eric from Woodlands brought details of a future event the Chesterfield Walking Festival to the attention of councillors.  He gave details of the planned walk in Shireoaks and showed an example of a booklet they would like to produce to be made available locally explaining that they would be grateful for any contribution.  The clerk was asked to put this on the next agenda and to ask for an idea of the cost.
56/19 Apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Councillor G Corrie.
57/19 Declarations of Interest
Councillor Fielding declared an interest in planning, Councillor Blagg in one planning item and Councillor Pressley in RDS.
58/19 To approve the minutes of the meeting held 14th May 2019
Councillor Blagg proposed the minutes be approved as a true and correct record, seconded by Councillor Hauxwell.
59/19 Matters Arising 
a) Vacancies on Council –
Ash Henderson had previously asked to be co-opted onto the council, Councillor Robinson proposed the application be accepted, seconded by Councillor Blagg with four councillors in favour and two abstentions.  The clerk was asked to circulate the code of conduct to all councillors.
b) Station Car Park – Nothing further has been heard.
c) Cricket ground – Councillor Pressley reported that a meeting has been arranged for 2.00 next Thursday, parish councillors were invited.  A resident had expressed an interest in playing tennis, it was stressed that they need to come to us.
Councillor Robinson asked if a notice could be displayed in the next Newsletter:-
THE CRICKET GROUND (CRICKET BOWLING AND TENNIS)
Are there any local cricket, bowling or tennis clubs interested in using the facilities at the Shireoaks Cricket Ground (formerly Steetley)?  If so please contact the Parish Council.
Councillors all agreed this should be put in the next newsletter.
d) Monks Wood Estate (Bovis) – The meeting has been arranged with the help of Councillor Pressley for next Wednesday at 10am, Councillors Hauxwell, Ayton and Fielding will attend.
e) Defibrillator – Councillor Blagg reported that this is working and registered.  The clerk has submitted the forms to Tesco as required for the grant.  The clerk was asked to check the insurance and to put an article in the newsletter with a picture.   Councillor Robinson reported that he has had three enquiries regarding defibrillator training. Councillors asked the clerk to find out about new pads and to enquire about training from St Johns.
f) RDS – Councillor Pressley had an email from Julian Proudman who is prepared to come to a meeting to discuss this, the clerk was asked to invite him to the July meeting.
g) Entrances into the Village, Spring Lane and Shireoaks Road - General Upkeep
Councillor Robinson has prepared a list but needs to see a copy of the email received by the clerk today and forwarded on to him, the original reply had been sent to the old email address.
h) Illuminated sign – This has been reported and is now being dealt with.
i) Safety Fencing – Highways have passed it on to the bridge people.
j) Best Kept Village – Following an email from Stan Jones Councillor Robinson reported that there had been no improvement and the sign is not back.  The litter in the dykes was discussed, it was agreed to ask Litterbusters to help with this.  Councillors also agreed to ask Mark to strim the top of the dyke.
It was reported that Network rail have cut the bushes by the noticeboard and left it in a mess, the clerk was asked to write to Network Rail as they should not be cutting what doesn’t belong to them it is the Parish Council responsibility and we will now have to pay our gardener to tidy the area up and ask them for a contribution to this.
k) Planting of tubs – These have been done, the two that were previously empty were discussed and will be monitored.
60/19	New Business 
a) CIL

The clerk asked for £15 towards the training unit she needs to take for CIL the cost is £30 and Rhodesia have agreed to pay half.  She had asked for the CIL details but has been advised that the lists are still being prepared and will be sent out in July.

b) Data Protection

This is now due it costs £40 or if paid by direct debit £35.  Councillors unanimously agreed to pay by direct debit if possible.

61/19	Planning
a) New Applications
19/00643/OUT  Outline Application with All Matters Reserved to Erect 4 Bungalows- Land at The Rear Of 94 To 98 Shireoaks Road – Councillors agreed that this should be refused as one of the conditions of the decision 16/00234/OUT was that:- 
The development hereby permitted shall make provision for road frontage residential development only with no in depth development
Reason:  To ensure that the site is developed in an appropriate manner and as envisaged by the Local Planning Authority when determining the application.

Councillors agreed that the access road is too close to the neighbours and the bottom of the site backs onto the river so there is the risk of flooding to properties, that field was flooded in the 2007 floods.

[bookmark: _GoBack]19/00611/FUL Planning Portal Ref: PP-07829212 Erection of 32 Dwellings with New Access from Shireoaks Common and Associated Landscaping Works Land South of Woodend Farm East of Shireoaks Common West Of A57 Shireoaks – 

Shireoaks Parish Council oppose this new development on the following grounds.
1. Village identity was added to Neighbourhood Plan after wide and prolonged consultation in the village.  Only the A57 would divide us from Gateford.  The Parish Council supports the views of local residents that they do not wish to see more new large developments in the village.  They do not wish to see their village overdeveloped.  Over 90% of residents, who completed a Neighbourhood plan questionnaire in 2013, said they did not want any more developments in the village. (A copy of the results of the questionnaire can be provided on request). 
2. The NEW Draft Bassetlaw Plan states objectives are 
a) “Manage the scale and location of development to support a balanced pattern of growth across urban and rural areas.”
b) “Conserve the District’s distinctive historic built and natural environments”
c) “Promote Rural Bassetlaw as a living and working landscape, where new development responds to local needs and opportunities, and protects the intrinsic character of the countryside.”
d) “ensure villages grow at rates and scale commensurate to their defined roles”
Shireoaks is thought to be in the countryside with its canal and woodlands. It has a conservation area in the village. This is the attraction of living in Shireoaks. Residents want to conserve that feeling and do not want to see any more large-scale development in the village. Groups like The Canal Trust and Friends of Woodlands are working endlessly to conserve the nature around the village. This location was the only open space separating us from Worksop itself.
3.	There are already flooding issues of concern to the Parish.  We consider that the new development will exacerbate the current situation. If the NEW Bassetlaw Draft Plan “seek to mitigate the effects of climate change” then destroying wildlife areas is not the answer.
4. 	The Parish Council is also aware of other developments within a few miles from this one.  There is therefore a risk of over development which would again contribute to the above and cause more flooding in the village.  Some of the other sites are far more suitable for housing. 
5.	The infrastructure is inadequate to support another housing development and there is already sufficient housing in this village. For instance St Luke’s School will not have enough places for yet more houses, or maybe not even for the houses currently being built. More finances would need to be allocated to this school from the developers to meet this need.
6.   There is only 1 road through the village divided by a busy railway crossing, which is also constricted in front of Shireoaks Row by parked cars, sometimes on both sides. Another development of this scale will create too much additional traffic. Regular queues of traffic stand at the railway crossing when the gates are down.  These queues can stretch as far as Church Corner on one side and Monks Way on the other side.
7.	Before the application is approved, the parish council would like the planning committee to take a look at the design and position of the entrance to this application. it is sited only about one hundred metres from the A57 roundabout. This will make an extra 4 entries onto Shireoaks Common within the space of ½ mile.
We are very interested in highway comments with regards to safety coming from the A57 and support the need for a right-turn lane and the need for the speed limit of 30mph to be moved to the roundabout as they suggest. They also advocate refuges to prevent overtaking through the junction in the interest of highway safety.
There are constant accidents/incidents in and around this A57 roundabout with cars coming too fast from there. Some vehicles ending up in ditches on Shireoaks Common.
8. 	The NEW Bassetlaw Draft Plan also acknowledges that there is a significant increase in the numbers of residents over 65 which is also reflective of national trends. This is quite apparent in the residents of Shireoaks. Therefore more large houses are not the types and mix of new homes required.
9. 	The NEW Bassetlaw Draft Plan stated that its purpose “is not to override or replace Neighbourhood Plans”. Shireoaks Plan was completed with residents help and they feel that their efforts and comments are truly ignored by Bassetlaw Planning Department.
